Carol has been a long time supporter of the Snow Leopard Trust, a non-profit conservation organization dedicated to the conservation of the endangered snow leopard in its mountain ecosystem through a balanced approach that addresses the needs of the local people and the environment.  





The Snow Leopard Trust has a program called Snow Leopard Enterprises that involves working with herding communities that live in snow leopard habitat throughout Central Asia.  The Trust helps local people protect their livestock and eradicate poaching of snow leopards, by selling the community’s beautiful handcrafted products, and giving the proceeds back to the communities.  This income helps offset loss that they are experiencing due to predation, which in turn helps mitigate the human/wildlife conflict.





When Carol placed her first order of these handcrafted products, she was so enthusiastic and immediately set up a snow leopard corner in her shop complete with a backdrop of some Mongolian watercolors that she collected while managing a children’s charity in Mongolia’s capital, Ulaanbaatar.  I remember her telling me that one of her customers said that Carol’s store wasn’t a store at all, but rather a sanctuary.   I would say that this is how Carol treats all of her endeavors both personal and professional.  She can build anything from the ground up, and turn it into a beautiful sanctuary.  





Her passion, dedication, and energy never cease to amaze me.  I swear she must have 42 hours in her days to finish everything that exists on her To-Do lists.  From being on a HK fundraising board for WWF to being on the worldwide board of directors for the International Fund for Animal Welfare, to saving/expanding an animal shelter in Shanghai, being a wonderful supporter of the Snow Leopard Trust.  The list goes on and on of all the causes that she supports.  It’s amazing because no matter how busy she is, you almost always get an email back from her within 24 hours, and it’s always so thorough and kind.
